
Gas price at pump up again
E Last week's increase is topped by a dime,
making the dominant Tulsa price $2.49 a gallon.

After last week's historic rally
in oil prices, gasoline prices
throughout the state continued
to climb to new highs Monday.

Pump prices at a number of
Tulsa gasoline stations jumped

another dime, bringing the domi-
nant retail price in Tulsa to $2.49
a gallon, up 40 cents, or 19 per-
cent, since Aug. 1.

Prices statewide were averag-
ing a record $2.382 a gallon, ac-
cording to AAA's daily survey.

Officials attributed Monday's

jump at the pump to last week's
run-up in oil prices and a sharp
spike in the cost of wholesale
gasoline.

Wholesale gasoline futures, an
indication of where pump prices
are headed, increased 8 percent
last week, topping $2 a gallon,
excluding taxes.

The price Tulsa retailers are
paying for wholesale gasoline
jumped 9 cents a gallon, or 3.8
percent, to $2.42 Monday morn-

ing. That gave most Tulsa retail-
ers a margin of 7 cents per gal-
lon.

Despite the record high prices,
profit margins for retailers re-
main slim, said Mike Batman,
owner of Batman's Good Food &
Convenience Store at 1444 N.
Mingo Road.

E Israeli troops help some pack while
others scuffle with protesters.

NEVE DEKALIM, Gaza Strip Ð
On the first day of Israel's Gaza
pullout, soldiers handed out evic-
tion notices to sobbing Jewish set-
tlers and helped some pack, but
troops also scuffled with protesters
who barricaded their communities
with burning tires and locked
arms.

Army commanders took pains to
avoid serious clashes and refrained
from forcing their way into settle-
ments where opposition was heavy
Ð a display of sensitivity before
unleashing the military's muscle to
forcibly remove holdouts starting
Wednesday.

ªYour pain and your tears are
an inseparable part of this coun-
try's history,º Israeli Prime Minis-
ter Ariel Sharon told settlers dur-
ing a nationally televised address
in which he called the pullout a
painful but essential step for Isra-
el's future.

The company
wants to chop down the whole
tree, Prueitt said.

he complains, ªthey're doing the
maximum.º

That pretty much sums up the
growing controversy between
homeowners like Prueitt and the
American Electric Power-Public
Service Company of Oklahoma.

Homeowners say they under-
stand why AEP-PSO needs to pro-
tect power lines and prevent outag-
es.

AEP-PSO, meanwhile, says it can
understand why homeowners want
to protect beautiful, mature trees.

And yet, as much as each seems
to appreciate the other's point of
view, both sides are bracing for a
potentially heated discussion Tues-
day, when a homeowners associa-
tion will host a town hall-style
meeting about AEP-PSO's tree-trim-
ming policy.

The Home Owners Associates of
Tulsa will begin the meeting at 6
p.m. at Whiteside Park, 4009 S.
Pittsburg Ave.

lives in the Oakview Estates neigh-
borhood near 31st Street and Lew-
is Avenue.
